There  remains  the, question  of  compairing  this  game  with  th6.wirmer  of
the  Best  Game  prize  from  the  Easter  Congress.     I  have  looked  up  ny  notes  on  this
game.     I  then  awarded  the  prize  to  Wells  for  his  win  against  Cock  and  I  remember
this  game  sufficiently  well  to  make  a  comparison  between  it  and  the  win by
Crickmore.    I  have  not  tbe  shadow  of  doubt  that  the  '7ells-Cock  gene  is  the  better
of  the  two;   the  Crickmore  game  is  very  nice  but  the  win  by  Wells  is  altogether
deeper  and  it  wa.a  secured  against  a,  tough  and  experienced  Congress  competitor.
So  I  have  no  doutt  that  the  Cup  should  gb  to  tvells  and  I  judge  so  aochrdingly.   "
